Set in the ground in 

full to part sun or use in 

large containers around 

the pool.  You will enjoy  

huge blooms all summer.  

Gold Star Esperanza is a 

large shrub-like tropical 

that loves our heat.  It 

will be covered with tu-

bular yellow blooms until 

frost.  All lantanas can 

still be planted and trail-

ing pink verbena is out-

standing in the heat.  

Another superb trailing 

plant is Scaevola ‘New 

Wonder’.  The light lav-

ender blooms look great 

cascading down a rock 

wall or in a hanging bas-

ket, and there are now 

pink and white varieties 

too.  Try interspersing 

them with Melampo-

dium, lanceleaf zinnia,  

o r  C o r e o p s i s 

‘Moonbeam’.  These are 

wonderful mounding 

plants with white and 

buttery yellow daisy-like 

flowers that look nice 

with the lavender sca-

vola.  Periwinkles have 

disease problems if you 

plant them before June, 

so now it is finally time 

to get them in the 

ground. Our zinnias 

have been a little slow 

but will really perk up 

now in the heat.  There 

are lots of choices and 

still lots of time to 

brighten your summer 

days.

Color for hot weather

Gray leaf spot is a fungal disease 

that primarily affects St. Augustine 

in warm humid weather. The result 

is mottled yellow areas that are most 

noticeable after fertilizing. The fer-

tilizer will green up unaffected areas 

making the infected areas paler in 

comparison. Severe cases should be 

treated with fungicide. 

 

There is still evidence of Take All 

Patch in many St. Augustine and 

some Bermuda lawns.  We discussed 

this last month. After Neil Sperry 

addressed it in his newspaper col-

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One major pest of St. Augustine 

lawns makes it’s appearance in June 

and July, and can rapidly damage 

large areas of lawn.  Chinch bugs are 

small 1/4 inch long black bugs with a 

white X on their backs. They inhabit 

hot sunny areas and suck the juices 

from the grass stems. The result is 

large circular areas of dry scorched 

grass, looking exactly like a lack of 

water. If you notice these dry spots 

in the lawn but your sprinklers are 

working properly, you may need to 

treat for chinch bugs.

Another Reminder About Locked Gates
